I. Philosophy:
Students will be expected to participate in and complete all course goals, objectives and projects.  All students must be able to demonstrate the principles of agriculture and competencies involved at a minimum of 70% rate. While working in the classroom or shop, students will be graded on participation in-class activities, assignment completion, assignment performance, safety, and attitude.  

Textbook activities will be reinforced with the practical application of learned skills in our building projects and shop activities.  This class may also include guest speakers, student development activities, field trips and oral presentations by students.

II. Course/Grade Description

This course will introduce students to measurements need in the Ag shop and other aspects of life.  Students will take safety tests on the various shop tools that will be used in the construction of a wood shop project. 


This course will also allow students the opportunity to participate through membership in the National FFA Organization, and to gain valuable experience through the Supervised Agricultural Experience program.  This can also be accomplished through a Directed Lab Activities, with research and additional hours worked on projects.

III. Sequence/Organization of Standards

A.  Students will identify the major breeds of livestock including beef cattle, swine, dairy cattle, sheep, and horses.  Students will also know the traits and origin of the different breeds of livestock.
